FLEES NAZI CAPTURE,

Prvt. Eric D. Singer speaks from
experience when he tells of liv-
ing conditions in an Axis-conguer-
ed country. In fact he lived in two
of them for a brief time during
this war.

He was in Austria in 1938 when
Hitler's troops marched in. Singer
graduated from the University of
Vienna and was practicing law at
that time. In that position he ob-
served the changes caused by the
pressure of the Nazl regime; es-
pecially the hated Gestapo.

Four months later he left for
Czechoslovakia where he spent 13
months teaching the English lang-
uage. Here, again, he had the ex-
perience of seeing another coun-
try occupied and enslaved by the
Germans,

Finally, his immigration papers
came through and he traveled to
Italy where he boarded a liner for
the United States. In October, 1942,
he was inducted into the Army and
assigned to Cannon Co., 120th In-
fantry. As a member of this reg-
iment, he became a citizen of the
United States.

The division received overseas
training in the front line, first as
individuals, then by platoons, and
lastly by entire battalions.

On Aug. 17, 1918, the 30th Divi-
sion relieved the 33rd British Di-
vision and a few days later engaged
in its first offensive, a part of the
Ypres-Lys operation. The 30th
captured all its objectives, During
this time the artillery was support-
ing the American 89th Division in
the St. Mihiel operation.

On Sept. 21, the division moved

into the Somme Offensive opera-|

tion. This attack was to end in the
breaking of the Hindenburg line,
which was claimed by the Germans
to be impregnable.

Shortly after Werld War I, dur-
ing which he served in France at
Largnes and Chaumont, Gen, Hobbs
was detailed as tactical officer to
the U. S, Military Academy at West
Point and served until 1924 as as-
sistant coach in all branches of ath-
letics.

That is the story of M/Sgt. Wal-
ter M. Culbreth, battalion sergeant
major, 113th Field Artillery, whose
hope now is that he will play a “re-
turn engagement” on the same Ger-
man soil.

He was only 14 when he left school
in 1919 at Forrest City, N. C, and
volunteered as a member of the
Army of Occupation. He soon start-
ed on his itinerary which was to
last for two years and eight months
and which carried him to London,
Brest, Coblentz, Antwerp and Co-
logne, Germany. During this time
Sgt. Culreth’s duties included
guarding property, equipment, and
installations in upset Germany.

However, while guarding a neu-
tral boundary line near Coblentz a
man attempted to sneak through
the boundary on a dark night and
Cubreth received a dagger wound
before the sergeant’s .45 automatic
quickly ended the scuifle.

In 1920 Sergeant Culbreth at-
tended the Olympiec games at Ant-
werp, Belgium, as a member of King
Albert’'s Guard of Honor and was
later a' member of Gen, Pershing's
Guard of Honor when he decorated
the graves of the Unknown Soldier
both in Paris and London.

In 1922 he was discharged.

In 1934, Culbreth enlisted in the
North Carolina Guard. In 1941 he
was made sergeant major. He was
inducted inte Federal service with
the 113th Field Artillery Regt. in
September, 1940,

Sgt. Culbreth is qualified as a
“sharpshooter” with the pistol and
hand grenade and as an “expert”
with the rifle, so if he does get that
“return engagement,”’ Hitler hench-
men had better stay in their fox
holes.
